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The resource person started the session with an introduction to communication, she defined
the term effective communication and went on to describe the process of effective
communication. Next, Professor Evangeline enumerated the factors of effective
communication. Then, she elaborated each factor with appropriate examples. She also
delved on the importance of effective communication. After that, she explained the 7 C’s
of Effective Communication. The resource person also discussed the barriers to effective
communication. She concluded the session by giving some practical tips to the students on
how to improve their communication skills. The session was very effective and
informative. The lecture was followed by a question and answer session in which the
students got an opportunity to clarify all their doubts and ask questions to the resource
person.
